Look at the picture. Then write a story using the following paragraph 

a)  as a start

b)  as an ending.

Find a good headline for your story.

‘Finally I reached the bridge. I knew there was only one way out: I had to jump down! 

My heart was beating fast and my knees began to shake when I looked down the high cliffs. At the bottom, huge waves were crashing against the rocks. As far as I knew, no one had ever survived a jump from up there! But it was clear to me that I had no other chance...’ 
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NOTE: What you should do to write a good story: 

GRAMMAR: 

Normally, you write a story in the PAST TENSE. 

The PAST SIMPLE is used for (short) actions and general statements.

I walked to the door. It was big.
The PAST CONTINUOUS is used for longer actions and background descriptions.

She was driving along the road. It was raining.

The PAST PERFECT is used for things that happened before the past. (Vorvergangenheit)

I was shocked. I had never seen such a thing before.

STYLE:

Use sophisticated vocabulary; you can say things in different ways. By using vocabulary that sounds interesting you get the reader’s attention. 

e.g.: instead of ‘I went’ you can also use other words like ‘I strolled’, ‘I rushed’, ‘I made my way’...
Adjectives and adverbs make a story livelier;  

e.g.: Slowly she opened the big door. It squeaked loudly and a little bit afraid she looked around. The huge room was completely empty.
